The IDC-CDI, convinced of the importance of upholding democratic values and the
importance of revealing the true cause of death of the former president of Chile and
founder of the Christian Democratic Party of Chile, Eduardo Frei Montalva, hereby
expresses its concern about the decision of the Ninth Chamber of the Court of Appeals that
acquitted all those accused of the assassination of former President FREI.

The IDC-CDI acknowledges and respects the independence and division of powers, and the
rule of law, but a year ago the legal truth was determined that ex- President Eduardo Frei
Montalva was assassinated, and that the first assassination in the history of Chile had taken
place, with a large amount of evidence in the case, which was presented over the years of
investigation.

We support the Chilean Christian Democratic Party in taking the case to the Supreme court,
so that truth and justice may be achieved in this magnicide and the law IS correctly applied
by replacing this sentence with a condemnation.

We are following the outcome of this trial closely and with growing concern, and while it is
clear to us that a human rights lawsuit of any kind will be difficult to pursue, we urge the
Chilean government to once again bring charges for the murder of former president Frei to
achieve truth and justice in chile’s history.

Resolucion sobre la situacion en Cuba

La Internacional Demdcrata de Centro (IDC) condena el preocupante aumento de la represién
por parte del gobierno cubano. Durante 2020 importantes organizaciones cubanas e
internacionales denunciaron la creciente escalada represiva que ha incluido recientemente hasta
ataques a la reputacién contra activistas del sector cultural y periodistas independientes. El
Observatorio Cubano de Derechos Humanos denuncié que el pasado afio el gobierno cubano
realizd 1798 detenciones arbitrarias y 1647 retenciones forzadas en domicilios particulares de
opositores y activistas de la sociedad civil. La misma fuente reporta que ya en el pasado mes de
enero 2021 ocurrieron al menos 372 acciones represivas de las cuales 141 fueron detenciones
arbitrarias, 120 retenciones en las viviendas de activistas y periodistas, y el resto amenazas,
hostigamiento, citaciones policiales, agresiones y multas.

De igual forma, la IDC, denuncia el creciente empobrecimiento de la poblacién cubana, agobiada
por el dificil acceso a medicinas, alimentos y otros productos de primera necesidad. M3s alla de
cualquier consideracién coyuntural, el deterioro se debe a la permanencia de un sistema
econdmico que tiene como centro al estado y a la carencia de respeto a la propiedad privada, la
libre iniciativa econdmica y la seguridad juridica. Esta ausencia de derechos econdmicos
agravada por las medidas de choque aplicadas por el gobierno en los uUltimos meses, estan
profundizando las desigualdades sociales, siendo los mas afectados los ancianos, las mujeres, los
enfermos y otros sectores vulnerables de la poblacién.

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Resolution on the situation in Cuba

The Centrist Democrat International (CDI) condemns the worrying increase in repression by the
Cuban government. In 2020, major Cuban and international organisations denounced the
growing escalation of repression that has recently gone as far as the defamation of cultural
activists and independent journalists. The Cuban Human Rights Observatory (Observatorio
Cubano de Derechos Humanos) denounced that last year, the Cuban government carried out
1798 arbitrary detentions and 1647 forced detentions in private homes of opponents and civil
society activists. The same source reports that already in January 2021, at least 372 repressive
actions occurred, of which 141 were arbitrary detentions, 120 detentions in the homes of
activists and journalists, and the rest were threats, harassment, police summons, assaults and
fines.

Similarly, the IDC-CDI denounces the growing impoverishment of the Cuban population,
burdened by difficult access to medicines, food and other basic necessities. Beyond any
circumstantial consideration, this deterioration is due to the permanence of an economic system
that has the state at its centre, and the lack of respect for private property, free economic
initiative and legal certainty. This lack of economic rights — aggravated by the drastic measures
implemented by the government in recent months — is deepening social inequalities, with the
elderly, women, the sick and other vulnerable sectors of the population being the most affected.

The IDC-CDI demands that President Miguel Diaz-Canel undertake the political, economic and
social reforms that the country needs. We believe that Cuba must move towards a democracy
with a social market economy that enables all Cubans to develop their life project in their country.
We call for a process of change that is peaceful, working on one law at a time.

We call on the European Commission, especially the European External Action Service, to raise
the bar on democratic change and human rights in its talks with the Cuban government. Likewise,
we ask that any concession in the matter of cooperation, mainly financial, to the Cuban
government, must be preceded by concrete and measurable progress in the aforementioned
areas. That — and not complacency with the regime — is the only effective, constructive and
honest way to help the Cuban people.

The Conference on the Future of Europe
is set to be organised by Parliament, Council and Commission and was expected to start in May

project is to make the voice of Europeans better heard in the actions of the European Union.
The conference is to build on previous experiences, for example with citizens' dialogues. The
Commission is also proposing new elements, such as a multilingual online platform, in order to
increase the range and give people better opportunities to participate. In terms of content, the
debates should be based on the political priorities of the EU such as climate change, social
justice, European values, fundamental rights and freedoms, democratic and institutional aspects
of the EU, ecological challenges, economic and employment issues including taxation, the digital
change, the security and role of the EU in the world.

1. Welcomes that EU member states gave the ‘green light’ to a format proposed by the
Portuguese presidency for the Conference on the Future of Europe, which is due to start
on the 09.05.2021 in Strasbourg,

2. Welcomes that the Conference should be under the authority of the presidents of the
three institutions — Council, European Commission and European Parliament — with the
‘assistance’ of an Executive Committee,

3. Calls on the EU to define the tasks for a new convention,

4. Highlights the importance of giving more democratic legitimacy to the EU, and in this
context to highlight the need to strengthen the Spitzenkandidat process,

5. Remembers that the number of significant crises that the EU has undergone,

demonstrate that institutional and political reforms are needed on multiple governance
areas.

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Resolution on consequences from COVID-19 pandemic

The coronavirus pandemic that hit the world from January 2020 onwards has led to a major,
multi-dimensional global crisis. Pressure on national health services, a major economic
downturn and new sources of tension on the world stage are just some of the most obvious
negative consequences that spring to mind. The coronavirus pandemic shows that new health
crises can emerge at any time, and that health threats do not respect borders. Awareness and
demand for cross-border cooperation, for coordinated response and for high levels of
preparedness, have risen.

The IDC-CDI:

1. Welcomes the joint EU-level action against the pandemic, which led to find the first
effective coronavirus vaccine.

2. Welcomes the European vaccines strategy, which ensures the quality, safety and efficacy
of vaccines whereas all EU Member States got access to COVID-19 vaccines at the same
time based on population size while leading the global solidarity effort.

3. Supports the demands of the World Health Organization whereas equitable access to
COVID-19 vaccines for all countries needs to be ensured and to strengthen global
production capacities for therapeutics and vaccines.

4. Underlines its commitment to the principle of universal, equitable and affordable access
to vaccines, especially for the most vulnerable countries.

5. Remembers where there is crisis, there is also opportunity. Areas of potential
opportunity which the crisis may offer to improve policy for the future: working globally
more closely together on health policy, using climate action to promote a sustainable
recovery, re-thinking the world of work, future-proofing education, harnessing e-
commerce and championing universal values and multilateralism.

In line with its 2019 April Resolution, the IDC-CDI:

Expresses serious concerns regarding the formal alliance of left and liberal parties with far-
right, xenophobic, antisemitic, extremist parties on a general basis.

Raises concerns about the fact that left and liberal parties in Hungary who in recent years
distanced themselves from far-right Jobbik are now aiming to help the far-right come to
power in a potential future governing coalition. A coalition including Jobbik and based on
the recent formal alliance concluded in December 2020 between all left and liberal parties.

Expresses grave concern that the cooperation of mainstream parties with anti-Semitic
politicians could seriously endanger the situation of the religious minorities, especially the
flourishing Jewish community in Europe.

Condemns any kind of cooperation between the European socialist and liberal parties and
the xenophobic, antisemitic and anti-European extremist movements. Jobbik is a party that
demanded for years for Hungary to exit the European Union and set the EU flag on fire
during their demonstrations.

Calls on all political forces to maintain and guarantee zero tolerance against all forms of
discrimination, racism, antisemitism, and extremism. All parties are likewise called upon to
maintain and guarantee zero tolerance against all forms of anti-European rhetoric, thereby
supporting its European regional organization EPP in its relentless efforts for an effective
and ongoing European integration for the benefit of all EU member states, including free
and fair elections.

Condemns concretely the Left in Hungary for including Jobbik, a party known for its anti-
Semitic and racist ideology, in an electoral alliance.

Urges the member parties of the CDI, especially the European partners to speak up
against the relativisation of racism, antisemitism, xenophobia and directly against the
whitewashing of the Jobbik party in Hungary and all undue forms of anti-European rhetoric
against the institutions and individual politicians of the EU exceeding constructive criticism.

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Resolucion sobre los limites del derecho a la libertad de expresion

Como consecuencia del asalto al Capitolio en Washington D.C el pasado 6 de enero por partidarios
del Expresidente Donald Trump, redes sociales como Twitter, Instagram o Facebook entre otras,
decidieron bloquear las cuentas y eliminar varios comunicados y un video publicados por el
Expresidente de los EE.UU que consideraban, incitaban a la violencia. A todo ello le ha seguido un
segundo impeachment contra el mandatario, el cual fue aprobado por la Cdmara de Representantes
el dia 13 de enero por cargo Unico de “incitacidn a la insurreccién” y el cual argumenta que Trump

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Resolution on the limits to the right to freedom of expression

As a result of the attack on the Capitol in Washington D.C. on 6 January by supporters of former
President Donald Trump, social networks such as Twitter, Instagram and Facebook, among others,
decided to block accounts and delete several statements and a video published by the former
President of the USA that they considered incited to violence. This has been followed by a second
impeachment against the former President, which was approved by the House of Representatives
on 13 January on a single charge of "incitement to insurrection", which argues that Trump
"repeatedly issued false statements asserting that the Presidential election results were the product
of widespread fraud", and that he also "wilfully made statements that, in context, encouraged—and
foreseeably resulted in—lawless action at the Capitol". All these events have opened up a worldwide
debate on what limits there are to the fundamental right to freedom of expression.

- The IDC-CDI is in favour of the use of social networks as a means to facilitate communication
and exchange information in an increasingly globalised world, guaranteeing users the
fundamental right to freedom of expression.

- The IDC-CDI is against the oppressive actions of private companies that decide unilaterally and
without consensus with the corresponding legislative bodies, to censor publications and block
accounts because they consider their content inappropriate, thus violating users' fundamental
right to freedom of expression.

- However, the IDC-CDI condemns the excessive use of social networks to incite a coup, for anti-
democratic purposes, and in violation of the rule of law, and therefore encourage citizens to act
violently against the law and public order.

- At the same time, the IDC-CDI condemns the use of social networks as a means of attacking the
right to honour and privacy of individuals and political personalities in an unjustified and
disproportionate manner.

- The IDC-CDI reaffirms its rejection to racist, antisemitic and all forms of hate speech and
advocates that a balance should be struck between the right to freedom of expression and the
right to honour of natural persons. In this line, the IDC-CDI declares that the use of social
networks for anti-democratic purposes that incite society to act violently and aggressively
against public order should be prohibited.
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Resolucién sobre los Acuerdos de Abraham entre Israel, Emiratos Arabes Unidos,

Bahréin y Sudan

El 15 de septiembre de 2020, Israel firmé acuerdos con los Emiratos Arabes Unidos (EAU) y Bahréin,
denominados oficialmente Acuerdos de Abraham. Sudan se unio a los Acuerdos en enero de 2021. Los
Acuerdos de Abraham son una serie de acuerdos en los que se pide a EAU, Bahréin y Sudan que
normalicen sus relaciones con Israel.

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Resolution on the Abraham Accords between Israel, UAE, Bahrain and Sudan

On September 15, 2020, Israel signed agreements with the United Arab Emirates (UAE) and
Bahrain officially referred to as the Abraham Accords. Sudan joined the Accords in January 2021.
The Abraham Accords are a series of agreements calling for the UAE, Bahrain and Sudan, to
normalize relations with Israel. The agreement normalizes the informal foreign relations
between these countries and opens the door to a much wider range of economic cooperation,
including formal investments, diplomatic relations and direct flight connections. The accords are
named after the patriarch Abraham, regarded as a prophet by the religions of Judaism,
Christianity and Islam. Abraham is important for all three monotheistic religions and has the
potential to unite.

Shares the joy of the moment to find a historic agreement between rival nations that did
not even recognize their right to exist.

Welcomes that at a time dominated by isolation and setbacks in the shadow of the
pandemic, the UEA, Bahrain, Sudan and Israel are looking forward - towards innovation
through cooperation.

Recognizes the importance of maintaining and strengthening peace in the Middle East
and around the world based on mutual understanding and coexistence, as well as
respect for human dignity and freedom, including religious freedom.

Welcomes that with the Abraham Accords economic and human potential get a broader
chance. This includes the tourism sector, cooperation in energy, security and joint
research. Underlines that the Accords reflect the reality of thousands of Israeli and
Emirati workers and business people. Already now, these persons are flying and working
in Israel, UAE, Bahrain and Sudan, contributing to economic prosperity, job creation and
security.

Emphasizes that among the UEA, Israel, Bahrain and Sudan more countries could join
the Accords.

Acknowledges the Israel-Morocco normalization agreement as closely linked with the
Abraham Accords and acknowledges its focus on the resumption of diplomatic relations.
Acknowledges the “Al-Ula Declaration” (re-opening of the borders between Qatar and
Saudi Arabia, and other countries of the Gulf Cooperation Council), as a solid starting
point for Qatar to move towards the Abrahams Accords with Israel.

Underlines the possibilities of the agreement for further Peace Negotiations and a
stronger alliance of resistance against Iran in the region.

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Resolution on the current situation in Mexico

The Centrist Democrat International once again expresses its concern about the current
situation in Mexico in light of the government's poor handling of the pandemic, which has
resulted in a health, economic and social crisis.

Mexico has already become the third country with the most deaths from COVID-19.
Figures from Johns Hopkins University indicate that to date, there have been
approximately 168,432 deaths. However, at a national level, the National Institute of
Statistics and Geography (INEGI), an autonomous constitutional body, reported that in the
period from January to August 2020, deaths from the coronavirus were 68.7% higher than
the figures reported by the Ministry of Health. On top of this comes Bloomberg's monthly
report, in which out of 53 countries analysed, Mexico comes in in last place, and the
ranking of the Lowy Institute, which places Mexico in second-last place, based on various
indicators. These include the number of cases, the percentage of positive tests, deaths per
million people, the percentage of access to vaccines or the number of inoculations
undertaken. In all areas, it obtained the lowest scores. In Mexico, the death rate is already
8.6% per 100 people infected.

It is therefore unfortunate that in such a situation, President Andrés Manuel Lépez
Obrador, who has already been infected himself with the virus, continues to publicly
refuse to use masks, despite being one of the most timely recommendations by health
authorities worldwide. We are witnessing that in countries with populist governments, the
pandemic situation has been neglected, compromising the health, economy, security and
psychological stability of their inhabitants.

We are also concerned about what has already proven to be a failed national vaccination
strategy, in which there have been cases of corruption and it is presumed that it will be
used for electoral purposes to benefit the ruling party in the upcoming mid-term elections
to be held on 6 June in Mexico.

Lastly, the Centrist Democrat International calls on all the parties within this International
Organisation to point out the danger faced by another Latin American country in the
hands of populism.

The IDC-CDI cannot remain idle in the face of this and all other human
rights violations committed by Russia.

The IDC-CDI:

1. Underlines that a vibrant civil society, political pluralism and political opposition are
cornerstones of all democratic societies,

2. Underlines that the detainment and conviction of Alexey Navalny in a trial did not
conform with the rule of law and calls on Russian authorities to immediately release him
and to open an independent investigation on the attack on his life,

3. Strongly condemns violent detentions of peaceful protesters, the disabling of parts of
the internet by Russian authorities and the disproportionate use of force by militia and
special police,

4. Expectsthe Russian authorities to immediately release the detained individuals including
Mr Navalny,

5. Strongly insists on sanctions against those responsible for the current situation,

6. Calls the EU to make full use of its new EU human rights sanctions mechanism, the so-
called EU Magnitsky Act. It is important to hold accountable the judges who have made
political verdicts and those responsible for the detention and repression of innocent
citizens who used their constitutional right of freedom of expression,

7. Heavily criticizes Josep Borrell, the EU's High Representative for Foreign Affairs and
Security Policy, travelling to Russia and holding a press conference with Russian Foreign

Minister while the leading opposition politician Alexei Navalny is illegitimately detained,

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Resolucion sobre la situacion actual en Nicaragua

El régimen de Daniel Ortega en Nicaragua es responsable de violaciones sistematicas de
los derechos humanos bajo la forma de detenciones ilegales, encarcelamientos sin juicio
previo, juicios sin garantias procesales, torturas e incluso asesinatos. Cualquier persona
que disienta o manifieste una opinidn critica hacia el régimen puede ser objeto de acoso
y persecucion por parte de la maquinaria represiva controlada por el gobierno.

Para crear un marco de apariencia legal acorde al mecanismo de represion, el

Daniel Ortega's regime in Nicaragua is responsible for systematic human rights violations
in the form of illegal arrests, imprisonment without trial, trials without due process,
torture and even killings. Anyone who dissents or criticises the regime may be subject
to harassment and persecution by the repressive government-controlled machine.

To create a seemingly legal framework for the repressive regime, the parliament, loyal
to Sandinism, has passed three laws:

1. The Foreign Agents Law, which blocks international funding and donations to
civil society, NGOs, journalists and, in particular, opposition parties. This law
undermines democracy by preventing the legitimate participation of the
opposition in future electoral processes.

2. The Special Law on Cybercrime, which eradicates freedom of speech and press
freedom by imposing prison sentences and fines on journalists and publications
that, in the regime's view, may pose a threat to national security.

3. The Hate Crimes Law, a precedent for a broad constitutional reform that
provides for life imprisonment as a punishment for political dissent to help
perpetuate Daniel Ortega's regime.

For all these reasons, the IDC-CDI:

1. Clearly and categorically condemns the repeated violation of the human rights of the
Nicaraguan people by Daniel Ortega's regime and the approval of these three laws that
represent a clear violation of the political and civil rights enshrined in the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights of 1949, the New York International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights of 1966, the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union of
2000, the European Convention on Human Rights of 1950 and other international texts
applicable to the protection of individual rights and freedoms.

2. Requests that the United Nations, the OAS, the Institutions of the European Union, as
many international organisations as may be relevant for this purpose and the
governments of democratic countries, to reject the call and eventually the result of the
2021 elections, should the minimum democratic guarantees required for any electoral
process not be met.

3. Urges the various national governments to effectively apply specific sanctions to
punish those most responsible for the repeated violations of human rights, such as
President Daniel Ortega and Vice-President Rosario Murillo.

=  Whereas:

- The regime of Nicolds Maduro is a cruel and merciless tyranny that oppresses its
own people, that with its policies has created an unprecedented humanitarian
crisis, and that has forced the exodus of six million Venezuelans.

- The regime of Nicoldas Maduro murders, tortures, imprisons and fiercely
persecutes dissidents, for which he has been formally accused by several nations
before the International Criminal Court for crimes against humanity, and has
been the subject of a special analysis by the UN Human Rights Committee.

- The regime of Nicoldas Maduro has turned Venezuela into a drug-trafficking,
terrorist and corrupt state, where the ELN, the FARC, Hezbollah, the Cartel of the
Suns and other criminal groups expand their operations to the rest of the region,
which is a threat to peace, stability and security in the hemisphere.

- The regime of Nicolds Maduro seeks to remain in power through all kinds of
unconstitutional manoeuvres, including the seizing of public powers and
electoral fraud, as evidenced in the fraudulent elections of December 6.

» The Centrist Democrat International (IDC-CDI) hereby:

- Declares the regime of Nicolds Maduro a serious threat to the Western
Hemisphere.

- Commits to articulate the efforts of democratic nations, as well as the
institutions responsible for ensuring justice, to submit the regime of Nicolas
Maduro to international courts, within the framework of the Palermo
Convention against international organised crime.

- Ratifies the recognition as legitimate to the National Assembly elected in 2015
and its constitutional mandate to represent the sovereignty of the Venezuelan
people and Juan Guaidd as president in charge of the interim government of
Venezuela.

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Resolution on the Ceasefire in Nagorno-Karabakh
The CDI,

- having regard its own previous “Resolution on recent armed clashes between Armenia and
Azerbaijan” which was unanimously approved by its Executive Committee on October 1%, 2020;
- having regard the agreement on a complete ceasefire in and around Nagorno-Karabakh signed
by Armenia and Azerbaijan on November 9%, 2020;

- having regard the OSCE Minsk Group Co-Chair’s statement on December 3™, 2020;

- having regard the statement of the High Representative of the European Union for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy on occasion of the 3 Partnership Council meeting between the
European Union and the Republic of Armenia held in Brussels on December 17t 2020;

- having regard the statement of the High Representative of the European Union for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy on occasion of the 17th Cooperation Council meeting between the
European Union and the Republic of Azerbaijan held in Brussels on December 18, 2020;

- having regard the European Parliament’s “Resolution on the implementation of the Common
Security and Defense Policy” adopted on January 20, 2021;

- having regard the provisions of the EU-Armenia Comprehensive and Enhanced Partnership
Agreement;

- having regard the EU-Azerbaijan Partnership Priorities.

A. Whereas the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict started late in the 1980s and has extended its terrible
effects for more than 30 years, triggering a humanitarian disaster in the region;

B. whereas thousands of people lost their lives or were severely wounded;

C. whereas the conflict has produced over the years hundreds of thousands of displaced people;
D. whereas the economy on the region has been terribly affected for this long-lasting unbearable
situation, condemning generations Armenians and Azerbaijanis to extreme poverty;

E. whereas previous ceasefires agreed between the parties failed to secure the right framework
for a sustainable peace process;

F. whereas the European Union has engaged with Armenia and Azerbaijan on bilateral
agreements but has so far failed to address the problem by deliberately referring to others’
solutions. strategies and mechanisms.

G. Whereas the Trilateral Statement signed on November 10", 2020, puts an end to the armed
conflict, subsequent durable peace, pacific coexistence, mutual beneficial cooperation and
development in the region can only be achieved through collaboration between the parties with
the mediation of the OSCE Minsk Group and the European Union.

1. Welcomes the recent ceasefire and the end of hostilities that will save thousands of lives;

2. Expresses its deepest sympathy for the heavy losses caused during the recent escalation and
extends its heartfelt condolences to the families of the victims.

3. Calls upon Armenia and Azerbaijan to continue fully implementing their obligations in
compliance with the November 9th, 2020 ceasefire, in Nagorno-Karabakh and the surrounding
districts, as well as their previous ceasefire commitments.
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4. Reminds Armenia and Azerbaijan of their obligation to comply with the requirements of
international humanitarian law, in particular regarding the exchange of prisoners of war and the
repatriation of the remains of those who perished during the conflict, some missing since First
Nagorno-Karabakh War, and urges the European Commission to use the diplomatic channels for
this mission.

5. Calls for all allegations of war crimes to be duly investigated and those responsible be brought
to justice and held accountable for their offenses.

6. Finds the use of banned arms unacceptable and condemns the reported use of cluster bombs
and the use of incendiary ammunition of mass destruction (incendiary weapon) in indiscriminate
attacks against the civilian population, sometimes kilometers away from the line of contact; urges
both Armenia and Azerbaijan to ratify the Convention on Cluster Munitions, which
comprehensively bans their use, without further delay.

7. Calls on the European Commission, the European Parliament and the UNESCO to send a fact-
finding mission to assess the damage caused during the long-lasting conflict to civilian
infrastructures, cultural sites and the environment in the region.

8. Acknowledges the importance of the cultural and religious monuments in the region and calls
on the international community to protect and preserve this extraordinary valuable heritage.

9. Calls upon the Azerbaijani authorities to respect the rights of the entire population of the
Nagorno-Karabakh and preserve all cultural and religious monuments in the region.

10. Calls on the parties to build relations thereafter on the principles of equal neighborhood,
based on respect for each other's sovereignty and territorial integrity according to international
law.

11. Encourages the participation of foreign investors and humanitarian organizations in the
process of clearing from mines and unexploded ordnance, restoration and humanitarian
activities in Nagorno-Karabakh and surrounding areas.

12. Calls upon the international community to support full implementation of the ceasefire
accord, establishment of peace and trust in the region and reconciliation between the peoples of
Azerbaijan and Armenia.

13. Finally, calls upon the EU to be more meaningfully involved in shaping a durable settlement
of the conflict to promote peace, stability, and prosperity in the region. For this reason, calls again
on the Vice-president and High Representative of the EU for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy,
Josep Borrell, to demand having the EU formally represented within the wider Minsk Group by
the EU member state holding the rotating EU presidency, an already existing OSCE procedure.
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
